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SERENA WILLIAMS TO FACE MARTINA HINGIS  
IN WORLD TEAMTENNIS MATCH AT  

GLENS FALLS CIVIC CENTER IN JULY 
 

Glens Falls, NY – The world’s top female tennis player, Serena Williams, will face the former number one 
player in the world, Martina Hingis, when TeamTennis brings a regular season match-up to the Glens 
Falls Civic Center in July.
